Following a discussion with John Mao, R-Hub, the Web Meeting feature needs further revision. The following code refers to the ‘TurboMeeting Integration Specification for Partners’ document Revision 3.5.

Goals
1. Potentially provide separate menu options for TurboMeeting’s meeting types
2. Accomplish as much as possible in CandI rather than TurboMeeting startup windows.

3. Simplify the effort required for members

TurboMeeting Meeting Types
Proposed CandI Menu:

1. Web Meeting

2. Web Seminar

3. Remote Access
Each of these menu choices would open a page similar to the current Web Meeting page with the following local menus:
Web Meeting Menu: 

1. Web Meeting (home page)

2. Meet Now

3. Join Meeting

4. Schedule Meeting

5. (drop Profile)

Web Seminar Menu:

1. Web Seminar (home page)

2. Start Seminar

3. Join Seminar

4. Schedule Seminar

Remote Access Menu:

1. Remote Access (home page)

2. Permit Access Now
3. Access Remote Computer

4. Schedule Access

Methods

Meet Now (& Start Seminar & Permit Access)
1. Setup API calls for Schedule Meeting

a. Specify current date and time

2. Specify meeting type (avoids the TurboMeeting Type selection  window)

a. Code (see #8 in manual)
i. meeting_type Yes 
ii. 0: GENERAL_MEETING 2: REMOTE ACCESS 3: SEMINAR
3. Start meeting through API call (see #11 in manual)
4. Meet Now should not have any user identified feedback other than starting the meeting

Notes

· Profile (Remove menu link - use automatic insertion of R-Hub variables)
· Number of meeting Rooms is always one.

· Number of participants is 10 or 25 depending on purchased plan

· ‘Company’ parameter can be substituted with either User Display Name, Organization Name or CandI ID number, whatever works best in your opinion
· User’s email address would be default email address used in CandI

· Bypass the two R-Hub screens: Meet now/Join/Schedule and Interactive/Seminar/Remote Access

· Show Scheduled Meetings (and Scheduled Remote Access) in appropriate CandI page

· We track these scheduled entries?
