The following steps are the User Interface flow for adding a Forum service
:

Step 1 - Detail entry step :
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Description: User can add new action.
i) User enters the title of the action
ii) User enters description of the action
iii) User can select folder by clicking on folder icon for arranging forums in folder structure.

iv) User can set priority for the action as normal/high or low by selecting proper value from drop down list

v) User selects start date from date picker.

vi) User selects due date from date picker.

vii) User selects reminder date from date picker.

viii) User can set status of action by selecting desire option  from drop down list.

ix) User can set action to be taken when action is complete by selecting desire option from drop down list.

Click of the Next button the user is taken to the Step2 screen.
Step 2 Permissions Setting
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Description: In this step user can set permissions for the action. Permission settings are used for invitation in next step. Permissions can be changed for more invitation
or for individual colleagues. Premium user can also set the subscription for the service. When the ‘Do you want to charge a fee and/or subscription for access?’ checkbox is selected then the next button click takes the user to the subscription page. And if the checkbox is not checked then the next button click takes the user directly to invitation page.
